OPW 5-FL (LEADED) AND 5-FP (UNLEADED)

SPOUT REPLACEMENTKIT

Each kit contains a new spout with vapor valve, O-ring, retaining
screws and clamp.

IMPORTANT - When handling the new spout assembly, care must be
taken so the vapor valve is not damaged.

REMOVAL OF OLD SPOUT (remove bellows first)

a. Using a blade screwdriver, carefully pry off (or unscrew) the old clamp

(See Figure 1) next to the scuff guard and remove the bellows assembly.

b. Remove the spout retaining screws carefully. (See Figure 2)

c. After removal of screws, grasp the spout assembly and remove from nozzle
using a twisting motion while pulling out.

NOTE: Before installing spout,

INSTALLING THE NEW SPOUT lubricate O-rings w/light oil.
a. Grasp the end of the spout, being careful not to damage the vapor valve
and insert the assembly into the nozzle. A twisting motion while pushing in will
help seat the O-rings. (Note: Be careful not to damage O-rings during
assembly.) (See Figure 3)

b. Align the hole in the spout adaptor with the top screw hole in the nozzle by
twisting the spout assembly.

¢. Install the new spout screws and seal rings. The holes must align properly
or damage will result when the screw is assembled, and will not secure the
spout.

REINSTALL THE BELLOWS ASSEMBLY

a. Place the new clamp over the bellows assembly and align the small notch
in the plastic insert with the top of the nozzle. (See Figure 4). Carefully work the
plastic insert past the vapor valve. Assemble the bellows to the nozzle.

Note: Be sure the bellows is under the metal clamp.

b. With the screw part of the clamp on the side or top as shown (See Figure 5),
tighten the clamp securely.

WARNING:

When a spout is removed or replaced: the nozzle must be flow tested for
shut-off before using. Improper replacement of spout may result in
failure to shut-off.

TOTEST NOZZLE

a. With the nozzle attached to the pump pedestal and using an open con-
tainer, compress bellows, start dispenser and set nozzle in “high” clip position.
Dip the end of the spout into the gasoline to achieve a shut-off. Repeat this
procedure for “middie” and “tow” clip positions. The nozzle must shut-off in
each clip position.

Note: if nozzle does not have hold open device, hold lever in wide open
position.

b. Tocheck the insertion interiock feature, repeat above test, but instead of
dipping end of spout into gasoline, hold nozzle over open container. Release
the bellows allowing sleeve to move out. Test gasoline flow in all three
positions. The nozzle must shut off in each clip position. If nozzle does not
have hold open device, hold lever in wide open position.

Note: The nozzle should not be used if it does not shut off in steps a and b.
